Naples is located in Southern Italy in the region of
Campania. It sits on the coast of the northern edge of
the Bay of Naples, which is dominated by Mt. Vesuvius.
Naples was founded by the Greeks in 600 BC and
conquered by the Romans in the fourth century BC.
